SUCHO Initiative
SUCHO (Saving Ukrainian Cultural Heritage Online) is a group of more than 1,300 cultural heritage professionals – librarians, archivists, researchers, programmers – working together to identify and archive at-risk sites, digital content, and data in Ukrainian cultural heritage institutions while the country is under attack. They are using a combination of technologies to crawl and archive sites and content, including the Internet Archive’s Wayback Machine, the Browsertrix crawler. The Initiative is coordinated by Quinn Dombrowski (Stanford University), Anna Kijas (Tufts University), and Sebastian Majstorovic (Austrian Center for Digital Humanities and Cultural Heritage).

SUCHO benefits from the financial support of the Association for Computers and the Humanities (ACH), the European Association for Digital Humanities (EADH) and the Europeana Foundation. Amazon Web Services, Digital Ocean and Wasabi are hosting SUCHO server infrastructure pro bono.

So far more than 40TB of scanned documents, artworks and many other digital materials from 4,500+ websites of Ukrainian museums, libraries and archives have been saved.
Actions implemented by SUCHO 
(1) Reach out to existing connections at libraries, archives, and museums in Ukraine
(2) Identify and submit Ukrainians URLs (in particular for at-risk sites and collections) : this task requires good understanding of Ukrainian and Russian languages as well as knowledge of the Ukrainian cultural environment.  See the list of  all URL already identified. 
(3) Save entire websites on volunteers’ local hard drives (Browsertrix tool) : SUCHO seems to have enough volunteers for this task. 
(4) Crawl web archive (Wayback Machine / Internet Archive) : SUCHO seems to have enough volunteers to cover that task.
(5) Crawl complicated websites manually using the ArchiveWeb.page app
(6) Help archive uncrawlable data/sites : this task requires some technical or programming knowledge
(7) Help identify digitization methods and setups for Ukrainian GLAM institutions
(8) Help develop a SUCHO virtual exhibition space in Omeka (a free, flexible, and open source web-publishing platform for the display of library, museum, archives, and scholarly collections)
(9) Host digitised ressources on a server 
(10) Prepare for the after-war : SUCHO is currently using Amazon Web Services to host documents and ressources. They are exploring alternatives for a free and long-lasting server space that would act as a unique entry point to Ukrainian cultural material. 
SUCHO Initiative is supported by the Europeana Foundation and by the newly created Europeana Initiative Working Group on Ukraine. The first webinar of this working group will take place on 10 June at 2pm.
